Designed and built by Sir Charles Barry, the

architect of the Houses of Parliament, it is often
described as the finest occupied Victorian mansion in
England.

Bar ry ’ s d ramat ic Bath S tone ex te r ior is
complemented by striking State Rooms from the
Library, which was a centre of political life in Victorian
England, to the Drawing Room, the Dining Room, the
Smoking Room, the Music Room and finally to the
Saloonwith its 50 feet highvaulted roof.

The Castle has been the seatof the Earls of Carnarvon
for over 300 years. While rich in treasures and steeped
in history dating back to the English Civil War,
Highclere retains the warmth and welcome of a family
home.

One thousand acres of landscaped 18th century
Parkland, designed by ‘Capability Brown’, combine
with the Castle to create an un-rivalled atmosphere in
whichyou and your guests canenjoyexcellent cuisine,
fine wines and friendly professional service.
